It 
uses a color eye chart for evaluating clinical anemia, which helps you make 
a decision on which sheep need de-worming. Using FAMACHA©, only 
those sheep needing de-worming receive medication, reducing your costs, 
and helping to prevent parasite resistance. Those attending this training will 
get hands-on experience, and receive an eye color chart to use on their own 
farm.
